Considering.howsmuch we as humans enjoy those feel-
good chemicals, it’s no surprise your doglikes them too—and ‘will follow you around to get some!
Sense of responsibility : As you move about your home,*your-dog might feel that you are patrolling your
territory (AL 4T Hb) and take ofthe duty to assist you.
